TRAVELLING BY CAR OR COACH?

Free car parking will be available in Car Park -1. As there is
a barrier system in operation; one of our colleagues will be
on duty, please inform them you are a visitor, and you will
be given access to the car park. Once parked, please
make your way to Level 0 where the exhibition will take
place. To exit the car park, simply drive towards the exit
barrier, this will lift automatically as you approach.

Coach drop off/collection will be available in the Visitors Car
Park. One of our attendants will be on duty to direct you.
No charges apply. Coach parking is NOT available.

• WHAT INSURANCE IS IN PLACE FOR THE EVENT?

University of the West of Scotland adopts the protocol that sets out the approach toward a smoke free environment.
